Theology of the Body 
Pope John Paul’s  Theology of the Body has been described, by 

George Weigel, as a “theological time bomb set to go off, with dramatic 

consequences, sometime in the 21
st
 Century”. There is a growing reali-

sation that his highly original teaching, which he himself called, The 

Theology of the Body, will be his lasting legacy to the Church.  

 Anyone wondering how there could be such a thing as a theology 

of the body got a simple and clear answer from John Paul, “The fact 

that theology considers the body should not surprise anyone who is 

aware of the mystery and reality of the Incarnation. Through the fact 

that the Word became flesh, the body entered theology through the 

main door”. (2 April 1980).. For over a thousand years Catholic theol-

ogy  followed St. Thomas Aquinas who said, “to be the image of God 

belongs to the mind only”. John Paul broke with this tradition and 

taught, “The human body bore in itself, in the mystery of creation, an 

unquestionable sign of the image of God”. (14 May 1980) 

 John Paul’s theology of the body explores in a captivating new 

way what it means to be a human being and where true love begins.  

“Happiness”, he tells us, “is being rooted in love”. 

 The course begins with the Evening Meal on Monday the 4th and 

concludes after breakfast on Friday 8th October.

Pope John Paul’s central thesis on the body: 

“The body, and it alone, is capable of making visible what 

is invisible: the spiritual and the divine. It was created to 

transfer into the visible reality of the world, the mystery 

hidden since time immemorial  in God, and thus be a sign 

of it”.
